Railway stations of Moscow and St. Petersburg as
architectural monuments.

The first railway in Russia appeared in 1837: it connected Petersburg with Pavlovsk and Tsarskoye Selo.
Gradually, the length of railways grew, new stations were built. Those buildings have become
monuments of architecture and history.

Vitebsk railway station was the first in Russia - initially it was called Tsarskoye Selo. In the 1830s its
building was made from wood, then in the middle of the XIX century it was replaced with a stone
building. The modern station building, built in 1902—-1904, is architect Stanislav Brzhozovsky and
engineer Sima Minash’s work. They designed an unusual for that time building in the Art Nouveau style:
formerly only private mansions were built in this way in Petersburg. The station was innovative also
from a technical point of view: it were provided with conveyors, elevators for luggage and passengers.

The first Russian railway stations after Tsarskoye Selo were two twin buildings - in Moscow and St.
Petersburg. They were designed by architect Konstantin Ton. Both stations were designed in the neo-
Renaissance style: there was a bunk tower in the center of each of them, and the facades were
decorated with large Venetian windows. Inside the building they were identical, too: on the first floor
there were lobbies, waiting rooms and imperial apartments, on the second floor there were office
apartments for railway employees. The station in St. Petersburg opened in 1847, and in Moscow two
years later.
