Society in Ancient Rome (citizenship).

Roman society has never been homogeneous. The status of the inhabitants of the empire differed
depending on the place of birth and state.

The social life of Rome was much more complicated and tense compared to the Greek. At the time of
the Republic of Rome, it was ruled by an army of elected officials. Their functions were clearly
delineated and did not overlap. Unlike neighboring nations, they willingly shared their citizenship.
Citizenship was tantamount to nationality. The same blood was not important. Acommon way of life for
all citizens, obedience to uniform laws was the main.

Convinced of their own exclusivity, the Romans, however, were not nationalists. For the Roman, the line
between a civilized man and a barbarian lay by lifestyle and was determined very simply. The couth man
lives in the city, wears a toga, owns slaves, obeys the laws. And the barbarian lives in the forest, wears
pants made from animal skins and is suitable to be a slave only. If he works well and assimilates the
Roman ideals, the owner will free him, and maybe will help to obtain citizenship. Thus, the acquisition of
civil rights is literally an adjustment to a different culture.

Roman society was distinguished by high social mobility. Affiliation to a certain class was determined
depending on the property qualification. The city authorities, in accordance with the assessment of the
possessions, divided the inhabitants to classes that were not inherited. Thus, the wealthy workshop
could shift into the cavaliers’ class, put on a gold ring and a white toga with a thin purple stripe.
