What is Jacksonville famous for?

Jacksonville is the most populous city on the southeastern coast of the USA and the eleventh largest city in the USA. Having long Atlantic coast line this place was inhabited by French explorers as early as in the 16th century. Developing later under British, and then Spanish command, in 1822, after this area was taken by the USA, a town was founded and named after Andrew Jackson, the famous military governor of Florida and the then president of the USA. Thanks to its advantageous location, Jacksonville grew up and became large and important military and civilian port, as well as principal transportation and distribution center and significant cultural and recreation tourist attraction.
What kind of public transport does serve the city?

There are only some dozens of bus routes within the city, Skyway monorail with only 8 stations available, and two trolley routes, serving only downtown and beaches area.

What are the operation hours of public transport on Jacksonville?

The most of bus routes run from 5 am till 10 pm during the weekdays, on Sundays from 6 am till 7 pm. Skyway runs only during the weekdays from 6 am till 9 pm. Riverside Trolley operates only from 10:30 am till 2:30 pm while Beaches Trolley serves several stops all day long, from 5 am till midnight.
What are the prices of Jacksonville bus, trolley and skyway tickets?
Regular fares for buses and trolleys are 1.50 USD while the Skyway is free.
How much is hourly parking in downtown Jacksonville?

Jacksonville downtown parking hourly rates are from 1 to 3 USD.

What kind of climate is in Jacksonville?
Situated on the banks of St. Johns River, the city has quite an unusual topography. Having a large percentage of river water in its area, it entirely encircles the town of Baldwin. As any of the cities situated on the southeastern US coast, Jacksonville has humid subtropical climate. Winters here are not too cold, with rare snows, and only some cases in history when the snow was accumulated on the surface of the earth. Summers are extremely hot and wet with frequent thunderstorms getting up suddenly in the afternoons. The city is not so prone to hurricanes, as the other Atlantic coast cities, the latest destructive hurricane was experienced in 1871; anyway slighter storms happen quite often, and continual thread still prevails. 
What are the best luxury hotels in Jacksonville?

The best luxury hotels in the downtown are Crowne Plaza Hotel Jacksonville Riverfront, Wyndham Jacksonville Riverwalk, as well as the world famous Hyatt, Omni and Hilton. 
Are there any cheap hotels in Jacksonville?

There are some economy-type hotels in the very downtown, such as Scottish Inn Downtown Jacksonville, Super 8 Jacksonville Downtown Area, Extended Stay America Jacksonville Riverwalk Hotel or Hampton Inn Jacksonville-Downtown-I-95. All of them offer modest, but quite comfortable accommodations, and all necessary facilities, such as air conditioner, internet access, refrigerators and coffee- machines in the rooms, as well as swimming pools and free parking facilities outdoor, with safe stay granted for your own or rented car. Or if you strive to save on your stay you can choose cheaper but reliable hotels in distance only 5 or 6 miles from the downtown, such as Hometown Inn & Suites, Days Inn, Knights Inn or Howard Johnson Inn and Suites.
What are the best places to eat in Jacksonville?

Cruising around the city, you will find a variety of nice places to have dinner, snack or just a cup of coffee. The most recommended of Jacksonville restaurants serving American food, hotdogs and snacks are C St. Bistro, Jacksonville Inn Dining House, Beck Porch Bar & Grill, Mustard Seed Café, J’Ville Tavern, Déjà Vu Bistro & Wine Bar, MacLevin’s Eaterie and My Way Café. Delicious Italian dishes you can taste at Bella Union Restaurant & Saloon, Mexican ones at La Fiesta and Las Palmas, German food is served at Frau Kemmling Schoolhaus Brewhaus, Japanese at Sakura Japanese Restaurant, Umi Sushi and Daruma Japanese Steakhouse, Chinese at China Buffet and Mandarin Dragon, Asian at Thai House. What are the most famous Jacksonville theaters?

For entertainment, there are a couple of very unusual places to go, such as Boomtown Theatre & Coffee Salon, an unconventional dinner theater, Florida Theatre, a great site both for concerts and movies, San Marco Theatre, showing creative art-deco performances, Times-Union Center, which houses Jacksonville Symphony Orchestra.
