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Learning a language is a difficult process taking a lot of time and efforts. Many of the students have the intuition to learn foreign languages, the others don`t. For those, who don`t have that intuitive feeling, the process of learning becomes a real torture with the urge to learn a lot by heart, that, however, is not an effective method when it comes to speaking.
Andrew Eil, the worker of the US State Department of international climate change offers students a so-called “boot camp”. A “boot camp” is a rough regime involving intense grammar studies, everyday work on vocabulary and efforts, made to force themselves to speak a lot. He claims that he became able to speak four foreign languages using this method. It includes the practice of repeating the same grammatical rules and lexis day-by-day until it stays in the students` memory. Mr. Eil offers to read a lot in a foreign language in order to absorb grammar and lexis, as he considers it a “comprehensible input”.  He says, that speaking is the hardest part of the entire education, therefore, all students experience a so-called “silence period”, during which they try to gain as much knowledge as they can to be able to use it further. However, he insists that it is essential to force yourself to talk on early stages as well, so this process could be less painful and shorter (Krashen, 2012).
Others propose to begin learning a foreign language with the use of online tools, namely: computer games, online communities, Skype conversations. They also propose offline sources, such as mobile phone applications, movies and serials with subtitles on the first stages. However, everyone agrees that the best way to learn a language is to plunge in the native-speaking society. Being abroad already, students can use the help of language schools or visiting the local events in order to have live interaction (Bohrer, 2012). Although, it`s not a good idea to go to a foreign country not having at least a “base”: some basic vocabulary and grammar baggage.
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
