The mystery of the consommé...

The Bernardazzi restaurant was named in honour of the
famous architect and is located in a building that once housed
a philharmonic society and before that a city exchange. It

has unique acoustics — people at the next table will not be
able to hear one word of your conversation, so it is hardly
surprising that many of the city’s big deals have been made
in this luxurious establishment. Today, however, most people
come to Bernardazzi to enjoy the food. Ordinary beef broth
may hide behind the name ‘consommé’, but the scallops and
tiramisu are divine. The wifi password speaks volumes —
ilovewine — as the restaurant offers a superb selection of
wines, perfectly accompanied by small bruschetta with meat,
cheese and smoked fish.

In the footsteps of Kostya the Sailor
The happy-go-lucky sailor, Kostya, singing about
his pursuit of the fisherwoman, Sonya, is one of
the city’s most enduringly popular songs. The
intellectual heavyweights Pushkin and Gogol,
songwriter and novelist Utyosov and Babel, and
founding fathers Richelieu and Langeron all
came to Odessa and lived in the heart of the city.
Working people and local heroes lived in the
surrounding districts and their legacy gives these
regions a romantic aura, in particular the working
class districts of Moldavanka and Peresyp, where
gangsters and thieves such as Miska Yaponchik,
Sonya the Golden Hand and Moisha Ox lived, all
now legendary heroes of books and films. These
districts are well worth a visit. The residents of
Odessa claim that some of their unique local
words derive from gangster slang.

Most guides to Odessa claim that the local
opera house is one of the best five theatres in
the world, despite any documentary evidence
to support this. However, the Odessa Opera
House certainly is a very imposing structure.
Built in the Viennese Baroque style, the theatre
is incredibly beautiful both inside and out. If
you can get a ticket for a performance, prepare
to be astonished by the splendour of the

grand hall, the lavish costumes and talented
performers. Arrive half an hour early to enjoy

a glass of cold champagne in the bar just as
operagoers would have done in years gone by.
