This is an extract  from “Uncle Tom’s Cabin” written by Harriet Beecher Stowe.
This text belongs to a familiar and conversational phonetic style. The form of communication is dialoguing.
1  Segmental level:
We can find many examples of assimilation, accommodation in this text.
Assimilation –double- floss silk, full of fire; contextual- unused to; progressive –and chucked him, humped up, hobbled about; assimilation of the consonant θ: strength, length, through, throwing, thing up.
Accommodation – that, come, childish, feet, boy
There are many phrases and words in the text, which pronounced by preposition. It usually is a preposition. These phrases are pronounced at one breath.
For example – door opened, four and five years of age, hung in glossy curls, while a pair of large, full of fire, a gay robe of scarlet, set off to advantage, rich style of his beauty, comic air of assurance, a bunch of raisins, with all his little strength, child came up, and chucked him under the chin, one of those wild, singing with, all in perfect time, a quarter of an orange, the appearance of deformity, humped up, stick in his hand, hobbled about, drawn into, in imitation of an old man, down to, his hand on, fling in that chap, that ain’t doing, thing up about.
We can find also words and phrases which pronounced by glottal stop, no glottal stop, nasal plosion, loss of plosion, nasal explosion, nasalization.
For example -nasal plosion - hung in, singing, fling in, thing up about; no glottal stop – with all, hand on, of an old man; loss of plosion –dimpled face, and noticed by, and chucked him, nasal explosion – little, nasalization – room, young, nose, signing, long, among, uncle, length, strength.
Aspiration –he, come, childish, tune, here, head, clear; loss of aspiration –said his master, partial torpor - large
Suprasegmental  level.
Let’s see next sentences of the point of intonation.

These sentences are pronounced  by high pitch and with intonation of neglect and translate –

Next  phrases show us the emotions of Haley. These are exclamations.

 We can find  many emphatic pauses in this text. Its denoted by ∫. 
|- the end of sintagma, ¶ - the end of the sentence.
Example – Now, Jim ∫show us this gentleman∫ how you can dance and sing.¶
“Bravo!” ∫said Haley, |throwing him ∫a quarter of an orange.¶
This text consists of many complex sentences.
For example 
→The ‘child came/ up| and the ‘master ‘patted the ‘curly head| and ‘chucked him under the\ chin.¶
→“ Now, Jim,| walk ‘like old uncle ’ Cudjoe ∫ when he has the ‘rheumatism,”|\ said his master.¶
There are 3 different degrees of stress in English: the primary, the secondary, the tertiary.
We can find it in this text.
For example – Both ‘gentlemen ‘laughed up͵roar\iously.¶
The’ boy ‘drew his chubby face down/ to a ‘formidable length,| and ↑com’menced ‘toning a psalm tune through his\ nose, ∫with imperturbable gravity.¶
The parenthesis such as  «here, now» at the beginning of a sentence is usually stressed. It often forms a separate sense group.

2. We can find many national varieties of English, in R.P and British dialects in this text. It differs by pronunciation and orthographically.
For example 
Both [bouθ] – [bouf], the [вэ]-[дэ], next words «nothing, something» - the end of these words pronounced [θin]-[θink], hello – hulloa, been
 [d] not pronounced, if the stands after sonant [l] and [n] - ”old”.
Vowel Number 4 is used instead of [a:]  words that do not contain [r] in his writing,e.g. “laugh”, “glass”, “path” etc. Exceptions: “palm”,” father”,” balm”, ” aims”.

Towards – british variant, English - toward

Mr. Shelby – English spelling with point after Mr, but British don’t write a point.
There is also a difference in the form of quotes - Americans consume double apostrophe "...", and the British single '...'.
For example

Underlined words are stress ‘and showed us the whole transmit the entire meaning of a sentence.
Accent in this sentence are underlined words.
These words are pronounced by high pitch.
A type of rhythm depends on the length of the sentence. 
Our sentence is long, so the rhythm of reading is complex.
There are many complex sentences in the whole text.
The text have an English rhythm where the stressed syllables alternating at regular intervals in certain melodic sequence.

Towards - silent  “w” and “r”.
Plosive stops are the consonants where the place of obstruction is broken suddenly with a plosion (p, b, t, d, k, g). Spirants (constrictive) may be fricatives where the narrowing is very small (f, v, s, z, ∫) and where the narrowing is wide. Sonorous constrictive consonants are liquids, m, n, ŋ are nasal sonorants, w, r are medial sonorants, l is a lateral sonorant.
